Cardigan: Royal blue (with school logo is available) 
Optional fleece: Royal blue with the school logo  
Shoes: Sensible, flat heeled, black shoes with white, grey 
or black socks or grey or black tights. No open-toe shoes,

Additional Information 

We do not permit children to have extreme haircuts that could serve as a distraction to other children and are not 
in keeping with the ethos of the school. This includes patterns shaved into the hair, excessive use of hair 
products, false and extreme hair colours.  

No child is permitted to wear any form of make-up. If a child does come to school with make up, then they will be 
asked to remove it.  

No jewellery is permitted, with the exception of a wristwatch (no smart watches) and one pair of small studded 
earrings. 

All children will require a freshly filled water bottle (containing just water) to be brought to school daily. 
We also recommend that you purchase a book bag from the school office so that all reading items can be placed 
in this. 

In order to avoid confusion and to keep lost property to a minimum all items of clothing, P.E. kit, 
bags etc, must be clearly labelled with the child’s name.
